 FREEDOM! PROJECT
Supplementing Norfolk Music Hub’s core roles, we plan a 
digital project to unite young musicians of all disciplines from 
across the county. ‘Freedom!’ will encompass high school 
musicians, from all over the county, performing a unique 
programme of music specifically chosen to reflect the 
need for physical, emotional and expressive freedom after 
lockdown.

Open to all of Norfolk’s High School vocalists and the ‘Gifted 
and Talented’ orchestral players, this term long project will 
see the participants learn and perform music ranging across 
many genres. These include opera, oratorio, spirituals as well 
as classic and contemporary pop music. Further details of this 
will be announced at the start of the academic year.



 ONLINE THEORY CLASSES

 FIRESPINNERS - MALE TRANSITION CHOIR
Firespinners is an all-male choir that has been running successfully in the Great Yarmouth area for several years. 
For the Autumn term we are inviting males between the age of 8-13 to join online from across the county. This 
choir is aimed at keeping boys singing through the transition to High School. This opportunity is Hub funded and 
the registration information will go out at the start of the next academic year. This will take place on a Tuesday 
between 4.30pm and 5.15pm.

 DIGITAL UKULELE PROJECT
Six digital resources will be released for online learners to access. This project will be launched in October and 
will be accessible to all students across Norfolk and targeted at beginners. Locality based play sessions will be 
launched in the Spring term for groups to join (up to 30) as twilight sessions.

 FEMALE SONGWRITING / PERFORMING OPPORTUNITY
Partner project with BBC Introducing to encourage more females into song writing and 
performing. The aims of the project are to empower young females – regardless of 
previous musical experience – to write and perform music, and to build self-
confidence. This project will be delivered both online and face to face. 
This will be launched in September 2020 and aimed at 14-17 year old 
females.
